RE: EBA VII - UPDATE NOTICE - No 3

As previously advised in EBA Update Notice 1, the second EBAVII meeting took
place in Sydney yesterday, 30 November 2004.

The ALAEA used this opportunity to deliver a detailed presentation to the Qantas
negotiating team concerning the contents of the member Log of Claims that had been
previously served on the airline as part of the EBA process.

Qantas were advised that the ALAEA (on behalf of its members) considered the entire
Log of Claims a live issue and that all the items it contained were important matters to
our members.

The Qantas team expressed concern over the cost implications of a number of the
items in our Log of Claims and undertook to supply additional cost impact
information on a range of other issues to facilitate further detailed discussions at the
next meeting.

No negotiations took place at this meeting and, apart from some minor and
clarificatory changes, the Log of Claims is as previously distributed to members.

The third meeting is scheduled for Friday 17 December 2004 and the ALAEA expects
that Qantas will respond to the ALAEA Log in detail and put forward their Log of
Claims at that meeting.

For its part the ALAEA remains resolute in its determination to negotiate “in good
faith” with a view to reaching a negotiated settlement to this important process.

Members will continue to be informed of developments as they occur.
