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TO: ALL QANTAS LAME MEMBERS

RE: LICENCE TRAINING & POINTS

The ALAEA recently appealed to a Full Bench of the Australian Industrial Relations
Commission to overturn an adverse Decision made in the Commission with regard to
points to be allocated for B747-300LE training. The ALAEA’s position in this matter
was that, in accordance with clause 4.2.2 of EBAIV (clause 6. of the 1997 Pay
Agreement), members should receive two points for the new CASA-issued Instrument
rating and licence endorsement. Members had carried out this training over the past 3
years in good faith on the understanding that the airline would honour this term of the
agreements. Unfortunately, the Commission ruled the course would not attract points.

Although the appeal to the Full Bench was unsuccessful, the Full Bench reminded
Qantas of its obligation to negotiate the points value of future type training before
commencement of the course under Clause 4.5 Part C of EBAIV.

The Federal Executive at its meeting on 18 August 2005 considered the decision of
the Full Bench and resolved as follows:

“In light of the recent Full Bench decision, Qantas members will be advised not to
commence any future aircraft type training until the points value of the package is
negotiated and finalised in accordance with EBA IV clause 4.5. (Clause 4.5 states
that the points value of future training packages shall be negotiated prior to its
introduction). Qantas and our members shall be notified of our position.”

As has been the custom and practice, the ALAEA will continue to consult with Qantas
at the earliest possible opportunity in order to negotiate reasonable outcomes for
training carried out by our members before commencement of any new licence course
and members are advised not to commence any training until the points value of the
course has been agreed or, if necessary, determined by the AIRC.
