RE: ATLAS AIR - SENIOR LAME PAYMENT AN TN

As a result of requests by members performing certification for maintenance on the
Atlas Air customer aircraft, the Association has contacted Qantas concerning the
payment of an appropriate Senior LAME 2 allowance.

The ALAEA has recently received written notification from the Manager Aircraft
Customer Services Base Maintenance, Mr Kevin McDermott, that the claim for
payment of this allowance has been rejected by the company.

The Association put forward the claim on the basis that the co ordination, supervision
and certification of maintenance being performed by authorised signatories was of a
sufficient level to warrant the payment of the Senior LAME 2 allowance for the shift
on which those duties were being performed.

In spite of this and regrettably, Qantas management have failed to appreciate the
efforts and responsibilities involved in these tasks or to recognise the spirit of co-
operation that has been shown in facilitating these customer contracts.

It 1s appropriate at this time that the ALAEA reminds its members that both their
Australian licences and their FAA/Atlas authorisations place significant
responsibilities on them in regards to the correct supervision and certification of
maintenance.

Members are strongly advised to bear these responsibilities in mind when applying
certification to the work of others and to demand that adequate levels of supervision
are maintained to ensure that you comply with your legal obligations.

Authorised signatories are reminded that they alone can determine the level of direct
supervision required on a task prior to it being certified and that attempts to coerce an
authorised signatory to certify for maintenance may constitute an offence under the
relevant airworthiness regulations.
