TO: ALL ALAEA LAME MEMBERS - QANTAS

RE: EBA VII — INDUSTRIAL ACTION - CUSTOMER
AIRCRAFT - CLARIFICATION

Further to the FAQ Notice issued earlier this week, and in relation to the
overtime bans currently in force at Qantas, the purpose of this Notice is
to provide further clarification regarding the exemption the ALAEA has
allowed for Customer Aircraft.

The exemption for Customer Aircraft covers both certification and “arms
and legs” which are necessary for the satisfaction of the contractual
obligations on the Customer Aircraft. That is, the exemption allows the
use of overtime on the aircraft to the extent that licence coverage and
manpower 1s necessary for and directly involved in the work related to
the handling of that particular aircraft at that time.

Members should guard against management calling in excessive numbers
of LAMEs on overtime to enable the movement of ‘on-shift’” Engineers
to work on Qantas aircraft.
