RE: Purported Overtime Bans

I have received a number of enquiries from members regarding alleged
overtime bans that apparently are claimed have been authorised by the Federal
Executive of the ALAEA. It is alleged by some members that they are being
advised by other members that an official overtime ban has been put in place by
the ALAEA.

The purpose of this Notice is to advise members that the ALAEA has not
authorised any official or unofficial overtime bans at Qantas.

Any member misleading other members to believe that there is an officially
sanctioned overtime ban in force is committing an offence under the ALAEA
Rules which, if proven, could result in expulsion from the ALAEA. Such a
person would also be risking disciplinary action by their employer, which could
result in termination of employment.

All members are free to do overtime if they are requested by their employer.
