RE: “BUMP CAPS”

We have numerous enquiries about the status of the Bump Cap
dispute.

‘On the 13™ July 2005, the ALAEA gave notice to Forstaff that
the implementation of a blanket policy of wearing “bump caps”
was in dispute and we would not accept the disciplining of any
of our members whilst the issue was in dispute. At that time
there was a question over the appropriate provisions of the Occ.
Health & Safety Act being exhausted. As a result a “Bump Cap”
Sub-Committee of the Occ. Health & Safety Committee was
formed to work through the compliance issues, hazard
identification, risk analysis and agreed control procedures. As
we understand it the BC Committee and Occ. Health & Safety
Committee are yet to sign off on agreed controls in some areas
of the site.

The ALAEA has verbally advised Forstaff that once the BP
Committee and OCC. Health & Safety Committee have agreed
and signed off on the appropriate controls and procedures for
specific areas that part of the dispute would be resolved and we
would advise our members to abide by the agreed controls and
procedures in those areas or they may be subject to disciplinary
action.

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We are yet to receive formal written advice from the BC
Committee and Occ. Health & Safety Committee of any agreed
controls or procedures for any specific areas.

Therefore the matter is still in dispute.

Once the ALAEA and members are advised that a specific area’s
controls and procedures have been agreed to by the BC and Occ.
Health & Safety Committees members are advised to comply
with the controls and procedures otherwise they may face
disciplinary action by Forstaff.
