RE: B737 Training and Licence Payments

Please refer to our previous Notices on this issue dated 22" September 2005 and 6™
Octob_re} 2095 and 19" October 2005. The ALAEA received a Notice from the AIRC
late Efié:a%}‘ aftérmoon advising that Forstaff had withdrawn its application for hearing
of the B737 matter. The ALAEA was of the understanding that the dispute would be
attempted to be resolved at the previously listed hearing on Friday 21 October 2005,
this was in accordance with Forstaff’s advice on 12 October 2005 at our Federal
Executive meeting that the dispute would be referred to the AIRC for resolution.
Obviously such an expedient path would have been in the best interest of the
employees, the ALAEA, Forstaff and Qantas creating certainty for the future.

We were of the understanding before receiving the withdrawal of the Notice of Listing
that the only issue outstanding was the appropriate value of training, Certification and
method of payment for the B737-400 aircraft in question. There was no question in
regard to the willingness of employees at Avalon to perform the work and keep the
work in Australia. Having received the Notice for withdrawal we are somewhat
disappointed in Forstaff’s actions delaying resolution of this matter.

We note that Clause 7.3.7 of Forstaff Avalon EBA4 requires agreement from the
parties in regard to the value of training and Certification. We are concerned that the
work be secured to be done in Australia and following discussions with Forstaff after
receiving the withdrawal of listing and the understanding that there is a need for
Forstaff to consult with it’s client (Qantas) we believe it is within the scope of the
agreement for the ALAEA and Forstaff to agree on a without prejudice basis that
the training commence whilst the value of the training and Certification
is determined by whatever manner and members are advised to attend the

training o this basis.
