TO: ALL ALAEA MEMBERS AVALON

RE: B737 Training and Licence Payments

Members have advised us that Qantas and Forstaff have introduced training for
Certification privileges on a new Qantas aircraft type to Avalon, B737-400. Members
and non-members should be aware of Clause 7.7.3 of the “Jobs Australia (Aircraft
Maintenance and Refurbishment) Avalon Site Agreement IV” which states:

“7.3.7 The value of further training packages, and/or the introduction of other
aircrafi types or series, shall be negotiated and agreed by the company and the
ALAEA prior to their introduction.”

According to our information, in fact the “training” has been introduced whilst there
has been no agreement on the value of further training packages, and/or introduction
of other aircraft types or series (B737-400) pursuant to clause 7.3.7. For Forstaff to
introduce and require these employees to undertake that training would be a breach of
the Certified Agreement (EBA) by the company and the employee, who may incur
significant financial penalty if awarded by the Court.

In the interests of protecting our members from potential breach of the
agreement we advise the affected employees to not participate in the training or
Certify on B737 aireraft until such times as the Certified Agreement obligations
are met. Should Forstaff or employees continue the training before compliance with
the Certified Agreement we may take action for breach of the agreement under s.179
of the Workplace Relations Act 1996.

To facilitate an early resolution to the situation and to comply with clause 7.3.7 and
settle clause 3 of the agreement we have requested the company to allocate 2 points
per category (excluding Radio) to the affected employees for holding the B737-400
Licence.
