TO: JET CARE MEMBERS at VIRGIN BLUE

RE: URGENT - MAINTENANCE APPROVALS

Members have requested we clarify the situation in regard to cross trade
Maintenance Approvals, applications for and obligations under your
employment contracts.

In regard to the completion of the CASA “Airworthiness Authority
Application for Initial Issue or Amendment to Scope of a Maintenance
Authority” Form we have consulted with the relevant authorities.
Members are advised to not sign any form that is not complete with
all the relevant and correct information on it.

If you have mistakenly done this you should advise, in writing, the
person to whom you have returned the incomplete form to destroy that
document. You should then complete a new form and ensure that all the
information is complete correct and verifiable before submitting it to
CASA.

You can be prosecuted under the Criminal Code Act 1995 for knowingly
making a false statement. Leaving a form incomplete but signed could be
seen as “knowingly” consenting to someone else putting information on
the form (e.g. “Experience and Training Details”) that may be true or
false. If false you the signatory of the form could be liable.

In regard to your employment contract if you are employed as a LAME

Mechanical your AWA or employment contract may require you to
undertake training and perform tasks which are within “your skill and
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competence, including work that is incidental and peripheral to (your)
main tasks and functions”. This may be read as meaning “within your
capacity as a LAME Mechanical”.

Performing or training in Avionics tasks which are outside your trade
training and competence could be considered an extra claim by the
company. Holding and using a Maintenance Authority for avionics tasks
may not be covered by the AWA and could be open for dispute and
settlement of an appropriate payment for the extra responsibility and
accountability.

If you have appointed the ALAEA as your Bargaining Agent and you
wish to pursue payment for holding the MA please contact our Federal
Office.
