Previous Notice dated 21 December 2005 refers. Forstaff have now
agreed to meet with the ALAEA (separately from the AWU) and to
continue negotiations on a replacement EBA. The meeting took place on
22 December 2005. At that meeting Forstaff provided the ALAEA Site
Reps Committee with Forstaff’s list of claims for EBAS. Over the next
two weeks the ALAEA Site Reps will have informal discussions with
members on their respective shifts to assist the ALAEA negotiating
committee in formulating an appropriate response to Forstaff. The next
meeting with Forstaft is scheduled for 10 January 2005.

In addition, and separate from the EBA negotiations, the ALAFA and
Forstaff are negotiating under the terms of clause 9.3 of the current
EBA4 with regard to Forstaff’s claim to re-implement a 5-day two-shift
roster. Once we have a firm and more detailed proposal from Forstaff
further consultation with members will take place. However it will be
necessary to finalise arrangements in time to facilitate the B737 work.

If you are not an ALAEA member and you wish to have some input
into negotiating the new EBAS and roster changes we suggest you
consider joining the ALAEA now.

The ALAEA is the only union on site that Forstaff is obligated under
EBA4 to negotiate with and agree on roster changes and a
replacement EBA.
