RE: TRAVELLING ENGINEER DUTIES - AUSTRALIAN
AIRLINES

The Federal Office has received a number of complaints from members
regarding altered travelling engineer arrangements. (At this stage these
affect Australian Airlines.) Members have advised the Federal Office that
engineers travelling with Australian Airlines to Kota Kinabalu (Sabah)
and to Sopporo (Japan) have been directed to stand down from duty
during this assignment and to utilise their own time — rostered days off —
while in the overseas port. According to the Company, the effect of this
would be that upon return to home port the engineers ‘owes’ the Company
two days work.

Prior to the unilateral introduction of this contrived and unfair
arrangement by the Company, there was no discussion with the ALAEA
regarding this changed arrangement and, accordingly, the ALAEA advises
members not to accept travelling engineers assignments other than on the
usual, long-standing basis. These are that the LAME remains on duty and
available for work on all days that they are overseas on which they are
rostered on in their home port, i. e., they are paid as per their normal home
port roster
