RE: ENTERPRISE AGREEMENT NEGOTIATIONS

A meeting of ALAEA regional airlines representatives convened at the ALAEA
office on 24" August 2006. it was agreed that the following claims should be
forwarded to the regional operators with a view to negotiating a new regional
enterprise agreement to replace the current agreement. Those claims are as
follows:

1. A review of the graded wage pay structure contained within the current
agreements
2. 3% increase per year for wage rates and all allowances contained within
the agreements
3. The new agreement to apply from 1 July 2006 for a period of three years
4. A review of the higher duties provisions contained within the agreements
5. Employee choice of superannuation funds to be included in the
agreement
6. Agreement is also to be negotiated on allowances applicable to
employee’s working/training overseas and a formula to adjust these
aliowances.
A similar agreement to also be negotiated for meal and overnight
allowances within Australia
7. The current career progression agreement between the ALAEA, the
regional and Qantas to be reviewed
8. A ftransfer/relocation agreement be negotiated similar to those applying
in other sections of the industry
9. Southern specific issues:
A) Days off in lieu equalisation
B) Tradesman’s assistants rate of pay
C) Leading hand payments

10. Eastern Specific issues
Review of appendix 1 of EBA IV add new starters to the list contained
in this appendix

11. Sunstate specific issues
Leading hand payments
