It became evident at
that meeting that Qantas has not consulted with any of the respective
unions regarding proposed restructuring and or outsourcing although
Qantas has received a large amount of press coverage.

The unions are unified in the cause to keep Qantas work and jobs
in Australia to the benefit of Qantas employees, shareholders, the
respective State and Federal economies, and the community. It is
recognised that Qantas is the only significant provider of opportunity for
future generations to gain the high technology skills necessary to retain a
viable aircraft maintenance industry in Australia which is the lynchpin
for Australia’s airline safety record, the worlds best practice.

The ALAEA is currently bound by Certified agreements, which are
not past their nominal expiry date and will enforce the obligations on
Qantas embodied in those agreements.
