The ALAEA and Forstaff have met in a two day meeting 9 and 10
January 2006 to discuss the proposed site roster changes and continue to
investigate the possibility of a new EBA. It is the ALAEA’s position that
any roster change will be negotiated in compliance with the current
EBA4 provisions. Qantas and Forstaff have expressed the need for some
urgency in addressing the roster issues promptly and the ALAEA
recognises the seriousness of the roster issue and the need to maintain
security of employment for Avalon ALAEA members. Priority is being
given to that issue. Following these discussions we are waiting for a
written proposal including a roster change relief package from Forstaff
and we expect that will be tabled by Forstaff at our next meeting on the
19" January 2006.

In regard to the EBA negotiations Forstaff have replied to a number of
concerns and issues the ALAEA has put in regard to Forstaff’s proposed
EBA claims. These issues require further discussion. The ALAEA has
made it very clear to Forstaff that it will not agree to any terms and
conditions less than the industry standard which our current EBA’s
“parity” clause provides for and we would expect that no other union
would undermine the ALAEA’s stance on maintaining the parity
provisions for Avalon employees.

In the meantime ALAEA members are encouraged to attend meetings
with ALAEA Site Representatives and Councillors for their respective
shifts in this week to hear first hand report backs on the issues and to
give members the opportunity for input. Following our meeting with
Forstaff on the 19" January 2006 the ALAEA will be making
arrangements for site meetings for members to consider the roster issues.
